More than 10,000 men, women and children of all ages and from all ethnic backgrounds diagnosed with life-threatening diseases such as leukemia and lymphoma could benefit from a life-saving bone marrow transplant.  Most do not have a marrow donor in their family and many of them will die unless they find an unrelated bone marrow donor whose tissue-type matches their own. 

There are simply not enough racially or ethnically diverse members on the national Be The Match Registry to meet the needs of patients.  DKMS recruits bone marrow donors from all races and ethnicities to help diversify the donor pool, so that all patients have a fair chance at finding their life-saving donor match.
